After graduating from High School at Booker T. Washington Alvin enlisted in
the United States Army July 8, 1964, where he spent 3 years serving his
country. During his years of service Alvin fought in the Vietnam War. Following
his enlistment Alvin would settle in Tulsa Oklahoma and have two children
Michelle Faye Evans and Stephanie Marie Evans. 

 

Alvin later moved his family to Bartlesville, Oklahoma where he continued his
education at Bartlesville Wesleyan College. During his tenure at BWC Alvin
was employed for Phillips Petroleum Company for 40 years until his
retirement as a Senior Field Lab Technician for Drilling Specialties. During his
years of employment Alvin also worked part-time as a bartender for the
Hillcrest Country Club for over 20 years.

(Alberty) Evans for 36 years until the time of his death. From this union Alvin
would become stepfather to Carolyn’s 3 girls Andrea Michelle Glenn, Angelic
Rochelle Glenn, and Alicia Ronchelle Glenn and would later help in the raising
of his 3 grandchildren.
