Following his active duty, he returned to Bartlesville where
he was employed with National Zinc for over 20 years. He then attended
machinist school and was then employed as a machinist with Reda Pump until
his retirement. Mr. Hallaway became a school bus driver for the Bartlesville
Public Schools until becoming disabled as a quadriplegic due to a fall in 2003.
He was a member of the Adams Blvd. Church of Christ. Mr. Hallaway was



married to Dorothy Lou Ellis on September 16, 1950 in Bartlesville. They
made their home in Bartlesville for most of their married life and Mrs. Hallaway
preceded him in death on July 18, 2015.

Mr. Hallaway is survived by his daughter, Jerri McCollum of Bartlesville, two
sons, John Russell “Rusty” Hallaway and wife Jennifer and E. Dudley
Hallaway Il and wife Leslie all of Bartlesville, four brothers and sisters,
Elizabeth Miller of Cherryhill, North Carolina, Richard Jones and Mary Kay
Misenheimer both of Wewoka and Mary Lou McWilliams of Muskogee, 12
grandchildren and 15 great grandchildren.
