Mr. McDowell entered the U.S. Army and served
for 39 years with the 45th infantry division in Korea, he entered Officers
Candidate School in 1964 at Ft. Benning, Georgia. Col McDowell received the
Meritorious Service Medal, Army of Occupation Medal (Japan) United Nations
Service Medal, Korean Service Medal, Armed Forces Reserve Medal, Army
Service Ribbon, Combat Infantryman Badge, Korean Presidential Unit Citation
and Army Lapel Button Col. McDowell retired in 1989. He was married to
Susan Perkins on August 19, 2002 at Wichita Falls, Texas. He was a member
of the Pleasant Valley Baptist church at Noxie, Oklahoma, a lifetime member
of the American Legion and the James H. Teel American Legion Post # 105 of
Bartlesville, Oklahoma.
