Lelan Wilson graduated school in Sedan, Kansas and later graduated from
Southwestern College in Winfield, Kansas with a Bachelors Degree in
Education. He began his teaching career in St. George, Kansas where he
taught for two years, then moved to Peru, Kansas. After two years he moved
his family to Oklahoma where he taught 9th grade history and government for
32 years at Bartlesville Central Middle School. He retired from teaching in



1986. Mr. Wilson was inducted into the Bartlesville Public School Foundation’s
Educator Hall of Fame on April 5, 2012, an award he was very proud to
receive. 

 

Lelan married Cora Lee Marshall on December 7, 1946 in Sedan, Kansas.
She preceded him in death on January 7, 2005. 

 

His greatest joy was spending time with his grandchildren and great
grandchildren. He enjoyed being a member of the Bartlesville Retired
Teacher’s Association and the 55+ Club. He also loved seeing and visiting
with his former students. 

 

Lelan is survived by four children and their spouses, John and Becky Wilson
of Cushing, Oklahoma, Janet and Joe Ryker, Judy and Roger Patton, Jean
and Tim Kimbrel, all of Bartlesville, nine grandchildren, 21 great grandchildren,
one brother, Rod Wilson of Bartlesville, two sisters, Carol Lange of Sedan,
Kansas and Dorothy Wilson of Palm Harbor, Florida.
