She enjoyed the
Delaware Pow-wow and that was her happy place. LuAnn was an avid OU
fan. She loved spending time with her granddaughter Dani Belle. She had a
passion and love for cooking. She had an infectious laugh and a smile for all. 

LuAnn was preceded in death by her grandparents Roy and Leona (Belle)
Shipley, her parents Clive Hainline and JoAnn Markley, and her beloved niece
Debbie Hainline. She is survived by her son Jacob (Jake) Coffey, her



granddaughter Dani Belle, her brothers Mark Hainline Sr., Greg Hainline,
Chance Hainline, Tony Killscrow, and her sisters Cindy Batchelder and Tyra
