As a 57-year resident of Bartlesville, she had a gift of teaching and shared her
love of music. Her home was a revolving door for families with hundreds of
piano students taught over the years. In the words of one of her students,

Always active, rarely resting, she was found around town supporting
philanthropic endeavors, joining service organizations, attending multiple
bridge groups, and delivering goodies to nursing homes and shut-ins. Fully
immersed in the culture of Bartlesville, she approached everything with
passion as the heart and soul of any group to which she belonged. Margaret
cherished her dear relationships made through PEO, Chi Omega Alumni,
Good Shepherd Church, and Suzuki Music among many others.

Her bright smile and kindness will be remembered.

Margaret is survived by daughters Michelle Reimer (Tom) of Shady Shores,
TX; and Amy Kerr (Brandon) of Cypress, TX; and grandsons Ty and Bo Kerr.
