He then became owner operator of Marvin’s Limestone Texaco on
Nowata Road from 1975 until 1980 and then Marvin’s Texaco in Dewey from
1990 until 1995. Since 1995 he has been active as a cattle rancher at his
ranch in Nowata County east of Bartlesville. He loved to be on his ranch with
his cattle and horses. He was a past member of the Loyal Order of the Moose.
