On Saturday July 26, 2025, Michael Jeffery Veteto of Bartlesville, Oklahoma,
passed away peacefully at the age of 75 following a years' long struggle with
Alzheimer's disease. 

 

Mike was born on February 16, 1950, in Burlington, Kansas, to Billie Wilson
Veteto and Mona Maxine Veteto (Troxel). He graduated from Burlington High
School in 1968. Mike would go on to obtain an associate degree from Neosho
County Community College (1976), a bachelor of science from Pittsburg State
University (1985), and a master of business administration from Oklahoma

in the local grocery store. They were married in 1979 and spent their early
years together dancing and flying airplanes.

Mike loved the art of photography, car races, and exploring
new technology. He carried himself with a reserved and friendly disposition.
