He joined
Standard Pump in Dewey, Oklahoma and helped start Green Country Pumps
at Hominy, Oklahoma. He then formed Five Star Equipment along with



He also helped start
and was a major share holder in Dynaflo at Skiatook along with partners,
Sean McIntosh, Eddie Rongey and others which he sold in June of 2013 to
retire.
